Program and Purpose
The purpose of the Teen and Preteen program is to familiarize young women with the Miss Virginia/Miss America program by involving our contestants in a similar program.  Our winners will have the opportunity to participate in the Miss Virginia statewide televised production.

Miss America’s Outstanding Teen, Inc. has been organized to encourage positive achievement by helping to nurture and build the scholastic achievement, creative accomplishment, healthy living and community involvement of our nation’s youth.

Among its initiatives, the Miss America’s Outstanding Teen will host a national competition intended to encourage and reward the talent, communication skills, community service, and academic achievement of girls between 13 and 17 years of age. 

The program will also establish community-based initiatives and mentoring programs aimed at helping our nation’s youth build character and gain the skills necessary for success in the real world. In partnership with committed adult volunteers, community and business leaders, the Organization will implement programs aimed at helping young people develop strong values, leadership skills, social conscience, self worth and conviction about their own potential.
Entry Requirements

Miss Greater Richmond Outstanding Teen:

· Ages 13-17 (must be 13 as of June 25, 2012 and no more than a junior in high school)

· United States citizen

· Reside in Virginia for a minimum of 6 months

· Good health

· Meet time and responsibility commitments as set forth by the organization
· Required to compete in the Miss Virginia’s Outstanding Teen in June
Miss Greater Richmond Outstanding Preteen:

· Ages 9-12 (must be 9 by June 25, 2012 at the state competition)

· United States citizen

· Reside in Virginia for a minimum of 6 months

· Good health 

· Meet time and responsibility commitments as set forth by the organization
· Required to compete in the Miss Virginia’s Outstanding Preteen Competition in June
Important Dates and Locations

The deadline to enter is December 5, 2011.  If you have questions or plan to be a contestant in either division, please email Mariah Rice Jenkins at: teenmgr@yahoo.com.  Entry information and photo may be sent to Mariah electronically as an email attachment.

The interviews will be held at the Hampton Inn in Glen Allen on Saturday morning, December 17, at 9:00am beginning with the preteen division. The Hampton Inn serves as our host hotel. The special room rate is $79. You may use the code of MGR when making your reservation. You must make that reservation by December 10th.  The address is: 10800 West Broad Street, Glen Allen, Virginia 23060 804-747-7777.
You will attend a mandatory dress rehearsal at the school from 5:30-7:30 on Friday December 16th.  At rehearsal you will learn an opening number, focus on your talent presentation, and rehearse modeling to the music for the fitness and gown competitions. More detailed information will be forthcoming. Your competition order is determined by a random drawing. One parent or guardian will be allowed to watch dress rehearsal from the rear of the auditorium. We will have dressing room attendants to assist you in getting ready. No one is allowed in the dressing room except to drop off and pick up; there will be no intermission during the teen/preteen show.
The pageant will take place at Deep Run High School, located at 4801 Twin Hickory Road, Glen Allen, 23059. 
Ticket Information

Adult tickets, ages 12 and up, are $15 at the door and includes one program book. Youth tickets are $10 at the door. Doors will open at 2:15 for the teen and preteen show and 6:15 for the Miss show. A ticket purchased for the teen/preteen show will admit you to the Miss show. You must present your ticket.   Additional program books are $3. Tickets will be available for you to sell/purchase in advance. Ticket sales are a major part of our scholarship revenue so we strongly encourage you to invite your family and friends. We kindly ask each contestant to sell 10 tickets; it is not a requirement.
History of Miss Greater Richmond Outstanding Teen and Preteen

We were very blessed this year to have such outstanding representation for our program. Summer Kirby, our preteen winner, placed 2nd runner up to MVOPT and Dominick Fink won the title of MVOT. She competed for Miss America’s Outstanding Teen in August. Since our teen program began in 2005, we have had two placed 2nd runner up; one placed 3rd runner up; one Top 10 and two state winners.
The organization experienced tremendous pride when Miss Greater Richmond Outstanding Teen 2007, Caitlin Brunell, won Miss Virginia’s Outstanding Teen and Miss America’s Outstanding Teen.  She was awarded a $30,000 scholarship. 

Categories of Competition

The Teen and Preteen contestants participate in four categories of competition and each is scored 1-10. 

The values of each category are:  35% Interview – 35% Talent – 10% Fitness – and 20% Gown/OSQ.

Interviews
Are 8 minutes each for teen and 6 minutes for preteen. We will use a podium for the teens and a chair for the preteens. There are no opening or closing statements. Sunday dress, skirted suit or pants suit attire is appropriate.

Talent
2:00 is the maximum limit. There can be no duplication of talent. Two contestants, however, may use the same song if one is singing and the other is dancing, for example. Reserve your talent selection early by emailing Mariah.

Physical Fitness 
All contestants must wear a sleeveless, fitted leotard, white shorts, and white tennis shoes. You may wear a belt and accessorize your outfit. The leotard should not have spaghetti straps and should be form fitting, but not tight. It may be any solid color with no embellishments.  You must wear white ankle socks with your shoes.

Evening Gown 
Dresses may be long or short, and most important – age appropriate.  

Photo Requirements

Each contestant must provide electronically (as an email attachment) a head & shoulders photograph that will be printed in the official program book and in the judges’ workbooks, along with a biographical paragraph to be printed beside your picture.  Black & white photos reproduce the best and any size is fine. Prior to the competition, all contestant photos will be posted on the Miss Greater Richmond website: www.missgreaterrichmond.com.

*A final list of prizes will be determined by the number of entries. Should there be fewer than 6 entries in either division; the entry fee assistance will be reduced by $100.

Sponsorship Fee - $195
If your paperwork and entry fee are postmarked by October 31st, you may enter for $175. The entry fee helps to cover the expenses for scholarship awards, entry fees to the state competition, preparations for the state competition, prizes, and contestant ads.  A contestant may have more than one sponsor to equal her fee. You are to complete a sponsor form for each sponsor. Each contestant receives a full page ad (6x8) in the program book with their paid sponsorship fee. You must create your own ad and it may include a picture and all the names of your sponsors, for example.
We encourage everyone to sell additional advertisements.  This is how we support our two winners at Miss Virginia. A full page ad is $150; a half page is $75 and a quarter page is $30. All business cards will be treated as quarter page ads. It is most helpful to send your ad electronically as an email attachment. All of our promotional material may be downloaded from our website. We appreciate your support.
